Diplomacy and international relations are usually central government competences. However, in the
modern world, on a small scale and to varying degrees, there is no rare cases when we find subnational
actors in foreign relations and the international relations they conduct. Diplomacy conducted by such
entities is often called para-diplomacy in the literature. With the growth of the role of subnational entities
in international relations, it attracts more and more attention of people interested in politics, law and
international relations. In addition, many international organizations, for various reasons and purposes,
support the subnational entities to conduct foreign relations.It should also be noted that the basic laws of
many countries pay special attention, regulate and establish certain frameworks to conduct this type of
relationship. Although there are also quite a few countries which basic laws avoid regulating this issue. The
quality of international (foreign) relations conducted by subnational entities depend on the form of country
government, on the type of territorial subjects, the state's membership in various international organizations
and the organization's policy, etc. Based on the above, there is no homogeneous approach to the essence of
para-diplomacy, its typology and its role in the existence of modern states. Despite many practical examples
in Georgia, the mentioned issue has not been studied yet, and its scientific study remains out of active
attention. Accordingly, the article is one of the first attempts in Georgia to review the essence of para-
diplomacy. In this regard the experience of the autonomous unit operating in Georgia - the Autonomous
Republic of Ajara as a sub-national entity and the municipalities operating within its administrative borders
is reviewed in the article. We will also discuss the scarce legal bases that create legal frameworks for para-
diplomatic relations of autonomous republics and municipalities in Georgia.

One of the recent developments in the arts in Iran is the establishment and quick rise of Tehran Auction
in which, like any other similar event, objects conceived to be of artistic value are sold in competitive
bidding. Established in 2012, the auction’s first sale closed at just over nine-hundred thousand dollars; in
12 years (2024), its overall sale exceeded three-million dollars. It is good to mention that auction in 2018
closed at over seven-million dollars. Compared to other auctions around the world, the sales figures at
Tehran Auction may seem quite humble. Nevertheless, to understand the extraordinary significance of the
sales at Tehran Auction, certain facts could put them in perspective. For example, the staggering growth of
this auction happened during the period that Iran was subject to unprecedented international embargoes
and national systematic corruption. The auction is criticized by referring to deep social gaps in a Dickensian
era of Iranian history, arguing that this market epitomizes a poverty of empathy with serious ethical
implications. This is while, the buyers at the Auction were/are mostly rich Iranians because international
sanctions made it impossible — or too difficult — for foreign buyers to participate in the event directly
Likewise, the commodification of art, contradicts the traditional values of Iranian art as a “sacred” activity.
More importantly, this auction indicates that a new social function has been envisioned for the arts in
contemporary society by the irresistible magnetism of capital. New aesthetic landscapes, gauged with
economic factors, are replacing the traditional “sacred” values of art, which is now aspiring to be on par
with luxurious manufactured goods that serve social status, as fetishized objects — that can be accessed by a
very small few to whom aesthetics is more often than not a secondary concern — compete to gain favor. In
this process, the beneficiaries of the politico-economic system capitalize on the social prestige that ensues
from the arts.

Internal audit is an independent and consulting activity designed to increase value and improve an
organization's operations. It helps an organization achieve its goals by using a systematic, disciplined
approach to assessing the effectiveness of risk management, control and management processes. Internal
auditors examine matters that are important to the existence and well-being of any organization. Internal
audits are conducted at specific time intervals to check whether the institution is complying with internal
regulations and standards. Internal audit management helps the management of the organization to
determine whether there is anything wrong in the organization. Internal audit identifies risks and monitors
the effectiveness of the company's internal control and governance. Some of the current issues and
challenges unique to this profession and field that require detailed study are briefly highlighted to improve
the effectiveness of internal audit services in the public sector as a whole. Although internal audit functions
in public institutions are well structured, there are still challenges. In the public sector in Georgia, the
internal audit service plays one of the important roles in overcoming the challenges facing the institution.
Internal auditors live in a world of risk. They are tasked with helping organizations determine whether
controls are in place in various processes and operations to mitigate risks. They look for loopholes,
inefficiencies, inconsistencies and regulatory issues. In December 2023, the International Board of Internal
Auditing approved a new global standard for internal auditing. The revised standard will enter into force
in January 2025. A number of changes were made in the non-marked standard, e.g. 10 principles were
replaced by 15 principles, new words "requirements” - "must” and "desired" for implementation appeared
in the standard, and the following internal words "foresight and insight", formation of the internal audit
management board, internal audit mandate, the new standard does not require an annual plan and Other
differences compared to the previous standard. The role of internal audit in the public sector of Georgia is
functionally of great importance. It enjoys its independence and high reputation, but it has various
challenges: shortage of qualified staff, development of audit skills, barriers to establishing relationships with
senior management, qualification improvement, certification, adaptation to changes, expansion of audit
coverage expectations and data Management of increasing variety and volume, time management,
consulting skills and process analysis, effective communication skills, lack of audit object awareness, lack of
senior management support, outdated technology resources, lack of IT expertise. This is the list that plays
the most important role in ensuring the development of the internal audit landscape.

For this, the effective functioning of the market infrastructure (payment systems) and the stability of the
financial system against shocks are required. The importance of securities markets in raising long-term
funds for economic development is increasingly recognized. Based on the experience and practice of
developed countries, the sustainable development of the securities market is one of the important tools of
the capital market. In Georgia over the past decade, growing evidence points to the importance of an
efficient and stable financial sector for growth, supporting firms and reducing poverty. Although banks
play a crucial role in this process, capital markets in the form of debt and equity are particularly important
in supporting the growth of new firms, which will help to increase productivity and create new jobs. In
developing countries and in Georgia, capital flows in the securities market have increased tremendously,
but how effective and productive it is, and what share it occupies in the country's economy, this question
needs to be answered. The securities market is lagging behind in the adoption and development of digital
technologies. Investments in this direction have been activated in recent periods, however, its effective use
requires time. All work in the banking and capital markets industry, which is being reshaped by the business
challenges, strategic choices and opportunities offered by emerging technologies.

From the results of data collection,
several assessments of the rural tourism object in Banshkhali upazila were conducted, including:
attractiveness, with a value of 169, classified as high. Accessibility, with a value of 115, classified as high;
accommodation, with a weight value of 10, classified as low; and infrastructure facilities, with a weight
value of 10, classified as low. The assessment results for the Basskhali upzila tourism area indicate its
feasibility for development. The area's significant potential attractiveness and ease of access serve as strong
assets, as not all locations possess such qualities. The government only needs to enhance accommodation
and infrastructure facilities to attract visitors to the rural tourism in Banshkhali upazila.

Accordingly, the article highlights the
advantages of judicial mediation as one of the most effective methods for alleviating the judicial system's
burden, including improvements in judicial efficiency, cost savings for both parties and the courts, and a
more flexible mechanism for protecting the interests of the involved parties. The article also focuses on the
general challenges related to mediation and the specific issues that may arise in the process of judicial
mediation. By analyzing recent legislative changes and current practices, the article provides a
comprehensive overview of the current state of judicial mediation in Georgia and offers some
recommendations, including suggestions on the scope of disputes subject to this type of mediation, which
could further enhance the effectiveness of this mechanism.
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Henri Louis Le Chatelier (French Physicist and Chemist, 1850-1936) studied the dynamic equilibrium
conditions of reversible reactions in chemistry and concluded that if one or more internal or external
parameters in a system change, the system initiates processes to counterbalance this change. This principle,
characteristic of reversible reactions, is universal and can be applied to any process in any system. It can be
effectively applied to business process management; however, there is no significant research in this area
and is not reflected in business administration training programs. The purpose of the article is to confirm
the potential of Le Chatelier&#39;s principle in optimizing business process management and decision-
making. The paper discusses the system within which business processes occur; The key characteristics of
the systems; The essence of dynamic equilibrium of the system; Business - as a process in the system; The
essence of Le Chatelier&#39;s principle, and its application in managing business processes; The main
external and internal factors influencing the business processes; contradicting opinions of different
researchers about the free and regulated (controlled) market; The mechanism of action of the
&quotsinvisible hand&quot; in the free market; It is emphasized access to the point of equilibrium between
demand and supply in the free market and the essence of its changes, taking into account Le
Chatelier&#39;s principle. The research is analytical, systematic, analysis and synthesis, deduction and
induction, structural-functional and comparative research methods are used. The research subject is Le
Chatelier&#39;s principle, and the research object is business process. Critical analysis of the studied
material confirms that the events occurring in business processes are subject to Le Chatelier8#39;s
principle. Applying this principle to business process maement could significantly reduce erroneous
decisions and increase the likelihood of optimal decision-making.

For example, 5.6% of children are
unable to eat fruits and vegetables on a daily basis because their families cannot afford it, but the
corresponding figures are 24.4% in relation to having a meal with meat or a vegetarian alternative every
day. The results show that nutrition during school hours is a significant challenge as only a little more than
a quarter of children (27%) eat every day during school hours. More alarmingly, more than a third of
children (34.9%) never eat during school hours. Materially deprived children are far more likely to never
eat during school hours (44.9%) than non-deprived children (28.4%). The most common barriers to eating
during school hours are the absence of food vendors in the close proximity (reported in 36.4% of cases
when children do not eat during school hours) and lack of money (20.6%). 83.2% of parents/family
members believe that schools should feed children and 74.2% of them are willing to pay for it if the prices
are affordable. NUTRITION DURING SCHOOL HOURS, Eating regularly throughout the day is an
important part of a healthy diet, especially for children. Unlike most European countries, In Georgia there
is no organized system of feeding children at school. By study of NCCD.ge show high number of diseases
that are linked with nutrition & eating disorders, behavioral changes. From the total number of 263
investigations of behavioral and emotional disorders in children and adolescents, 158 (60%) were children
from 1-14 years of age and 101 (38%) from 14-19 years of age. CONCLUSION: Analyze all statistical

In this context, the study aims to develop a conceptual framework for the
term "smart circular economy” based on quantitative data from the literature and to identify research trends
related to this term. The analysis unit includes various types of works published between 2018 and 2024
(up to August 14), indexed in the Scopus database, and the VOSviewer program was used for visual
mapping. The analysis revealed that a total of 729 works are related to the term "smart circular economy."
These studies were examined in terms of authorship, keyword usage, citation, and geographical
distribution. According to the results, the majority of works were published in 2024 (238 works) and 2023
(260 works). The most prolific authors were identified as Fraga-Lamas, P. (9 works), Acerbi, F. (8 works),
and Kumar, A. (8 works). The largest share of publications was research articles (457 works). In terms of
research fields, engineering (275 works), business, management, and accounting (269 works), and
environmental science (263 works) were the most prominent.

Literature Review
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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to analyze the bibliometric characteristics of studlies in the literature on the term “smart circular
economy.” In this context, the study aims to develop a conceptual framework for the term "smart circular economy" based on

quantitative data from the literature and to identify research trends related to this term. The analysis unit includes various
types of works published between 2018 and 2024 (up to August 14), indexed in the Scopus database, and the VOSviewer
program was used for visual mapping. The analysis revealed that a total of 729 works are related to the term "smart circular
economy. " These studies were examined in terms of authorship, keyword usage, citation, and geographical distribution.

According to the results, the majority of works were published in 2024 (238 works) and 2023 (260 works). The most prolific
authors were identified as Fraga-Lamas, P. (9 works), Acerbi, F. (8 works), and Kumar, A. (8 works). The largest share of
publications was research articles (457 works). In terms of research fields, engineering (275 works), business, management,

and accounting (269 works), and environmental science (263 works) were the most prominent. The geographical distribution

analysis showed that India (138 works) leads in the number of publications, followed by the United Kingdom (103 works)
and Italy (91 works). The most frequently used keywords in publications related to "smart circular economy" include “circular
economy” (282 occurrences), “sustainable development” (179 occurrences), “sustainability” (158 occurrences), “industry 4.0”
(118 occurrences), “internet of things” (68 occurrences), “digitalization” (67 occurrences), “decision making” (64 occurrences),

“artificial intelligence” (58 occurrences), “industry 5.0 (52 occurrences), and “digital technologies” (47 occurrences).

Son yillarda teknolojik gelismelerle birlikte artan kiiresel 1sinma ve buna bagl olarak ortaya cikan iklim
degisikligi, diinyada siirdiiriilebilir ¢cevre ve kalkinma konularinin daha yogun bir sekilde tartigilmasina
neden olmusgtur. Birlesmis Milletler’in (BM) Siirdiiriilebilir Kalkinma Hedefleri ve Avrupa Birligi’nin
Avrupa Yesil Mutabakat girisimleri bu siireci hizlandirmis ve hiikiimetlerin politika girisimlerini tegvik
etmigtir. Bu girisimler ve cevresel endigeler, siirdiiriilebilirlik ¢abalarinin yogunlagmasina ve déngiisel
ckonominin ortaya ¢ikmasina zemin hazirlamigtir.

Déongiisel ekonomi en basit tanimiyla, atklarin minimuma indirildigi, mevcut kaynaklarin yeniden
kullanildigr dogal sistemlerle uyumlu bir iiretim-titketim modelini ifade etmektedir. Bu modelin
uygulanmasinda djjital teknolojilerden yararlanilmast ise “smart circular economy' (akilli déngiisel

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ekonomi) (SCE)” kavraminin dogmasina yol agmugtir. “Smart circular economy”, yapay zeka, nesnelerin
internet, biiyiik veri ve blok zinciri gibi dijital teknolojilerin déngiisel ekonomiyle entegrasyonunu ve bu
cergevede uygulanabilecek yenilik¢i yaklagimlari ele almaktadir. Boylece dongiisel ekonomi ile kaynak
verimliligi artmakta ve siirdiiriilebilirlik saglanmaktadir.

Bu ¢alisma, literatiirde SCE iizerine sinirli sayida aragtirma bulunmasi ve yerli literatiirde bu kavramin
bibliyometrik acidan incelendigi bir ¢alismanin olmamast nedeniyle ele alinmigtir. Bu durum aragtirmani
temel gerekgesini ortaya koymaktadir. Caligmanin bu agidan literatiire 6nemli bir katki yapmasi
beklenmektedir. Caligma su sekilde organize edilmistir. Caligmanin ilk kisminda literatiir incelenmekte,
ikinci kisminda yontem ve metodoloji ele alinmakta, tigiincii kisminda aragtirma bulgularina yer verilmekte
ve dordiincii kisim da caligma sonug ile tamamlanmaktadir.

2. Literatiir

Literatiirde SCE terimini tanimlayabilmek i¢in 6ncelikle dongiisel ekonomi kavrami agiklanmaktadur.
Déongiisel ekonomi kaynak girdisinin, atik emisyonunun ve enerji sizintisinin malzeme ve enerji dongiilerini
yavaglatarak, kapatarak ve daraltarak en aza indirildigi yenileyici bir sistem olarak tanimlanabilir
(Geissdoerfer vd., 2017). Murray vd. (2017) déngiisel ekonomiyi; planlama, kaynak saglama, tedarik,
iiretim ve yeniden igleme siireglerinin hem siire¢ hem de ¢ikt olarak ekosistem islevselligini ve toplum
refahini en tist diizeye ¢ikarmak icin tasarlandigi ve yonetildigi bir ekonomik model olarak ifade etmektedir.
Kumar vd. (2021) ise dongiisel ekonomiyi, kaynaklarin daha iyi kullanimi ve atiklarin en aza indirilmesi
yoluyla stirdiiriilebilirligin tegvik edilmesine yardimei olan bir girisim olarak nitelendirmektedir. Medaglia
vd. (2024)’e gore dongiisel ekonomi kavrami, yalnizca daha siirdiiriilebilir Girtinler tiretmenin 6tesine gegen
bir yaklagim sunmakta ve mevcut olan malzemelerin de yeniden kullanilmasina odaklanmaktadir. Dolci
vd. (2024) dongiisel ekonomi kaynak verimliligini maksimize, atiklari ise minimize etmeyi amaclayan
ekonomik bir sistemdir.

Son yillarda dijital teknolojiler, basta imalat sektorii olmak {izere tiretimin her agamasinda yaygin olarak
benimsenmeye baglanmustir. Bu teknolojiler, atiklarin, kaynak kullaniminin ve kirliligin azalulmasina katk:
saglayarak dongiisel ekonomiyi tegvik etmede 6nemli bir rol iistlenmektedir (Khan vd., 2022). Yapay zeka,
nesnelerin interneti, biiyiik veri, blok zinciri ve robotik gibi dijital teknolojilerin kullanilmasi, atuklarin
azalulmasi, organizasyonel performansin iyilestirilmesi, piyasa rekabetciliginin arturilmasi ve kaynak
kullaniminin daha verimli hale getirilmesiyle dongiisel ekonomi siirecini olumlu yonde etkilemektedir.

Truant vd. (2024)’e gore dijital teknolojiler ve dongiisel ekonomi kavramlarinin net bir kesisimi SCE
kavramini ortaya cikarmustir. SCE, dongiisel ekonomi ile yapay zeka, blok zinciri, siber-fiziksel sistemler,
biiyiik veri ve nesnelerin interneti gibi dijital teknolojilerin kesistigi net bir noktadir. Lobo vd. (2022) ise
SCE'yi, dongiisel stratejileri uygulamak ve organizasyonlarin finansal olmayan performanslarin gelistirmek
amactyla dijital teknolojileri kullanan endiistriyel bir sistem olarak tanimlanmaktadir.

Patel (2024), dijital teknolojilerden yapay zekay1 dongiisel ekonomi gercevesinde ele almakeadir. Déngiisel
ekonomiyi tam anlamiyla gerceklestirebilmek ve ilerleme saglayabilmek icin yapay zekanin itici bir gii¢
oldugunu ileri siirmektedir. Yapay zeka, dongiisel uygulamalarin karbon emisyonlarindaki azalmalari,
kaynak tasarrufunu, is yaraumini ve toplumsal gelisimi kapsayan etkilerini kapsamli bir sekilde
sunmakradir. Yapay zeka, tedarik zincirlerini optimize etmekten tiiketici tercihlerine yén vermeye, geri
doniigiim  siireclerini otomatiklestirmekten malzeme inovasyonunu yonlendirmeye kadar, dongiisel
ekonomi stratejilerini ilerletmek icin etkili ¢dziimler sunmaktadir. Boylece, yapay zeka ile dongiisel
ekonomi arasinda olusturulacak giiclii bir sinerji ile siirdiiriilebilir kalkinma hedeflerine kolayca ulagilabilir.
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Kamwal, vd. (2024), ise kiigiik ve orta 6lgekli isletmelerin (KOBI) dogrusal ekonomiden déngiisel ekonomi
tabanli is modellerine gecis yapmasini kolaylastiran etkenleri incelemistir. KOBI'lerin dijital teknolojileri
benimsemesiyle, kaynaklarint ve enetji tiiketimlerini takip etmeleri, lojistik ve tedarik zincirlerini yeni ve
yenilikgi yollarla optimize etmelerini kolaylasmakta ve rekabet giiciinii arttirmakeadir. Caligma sonuglari,
ozellikle nesnelerin internetinin yonetim destegiyle birlikte, KOBI'ler icin déngiisel is modellerini
kolaylastiran ve piyasa rekabetciligini artiran, kaynaklari optimize eden ve {iriin yasam déngiisiinii etkileyen
en kritik dijital teknoloji oldugunu gostermektedir. Yin vd. (2024) dijital doniisiimiin sirket diizeyinde
doéngiisel ekonomi performans: tizerindeki etkisini aragurmistr. Caligma sonuglari, dijital déniisiimiin
organizasyon diizeyinde dongiisel ekonomi performanst iizerinde olumlu bir etkisi oldugunu, bélgesel
kurumsal gelisim ve endiistri rekabeti varligini giiclendirdigini ortaya koymaktadir. Dijital déniisiim ile
isletmeler, tiretim ve tedarik zinciri siireclerini takip edebilir, kaynak girdilerini optimize edebilir ve auk
yonetimini iyilegtirebilir.

Literatiirde yaygin olarak benimsenmis goriis, dijital araclarin déngiisel ekonomiyi hizlandirdigy, verimliligi
arttrdigl ve siirdiiriilebilirligi sagladigidir. Bu gercevede Talla ve Mcllwaine (2022) ingaat sekedriinde
robotik, yapay zeka, biiyiik veri analitigi, blok zinciri teknolojisi, bina bilgi modellemesi, dijital platformlar
ve ikizler, cografi bilgi sistemleri, malzeme veri tabanlar1 ve nesnelerin interneti gibi dijital teknolojilerle,
déngiiselligi artiran tasarim agamast siireclerinin ve malzeme geri doniisiim oranlarinin iyilegtirilebilecegini
ve gereksiz ingaat atiklarinin azalulabilecegini ileri siirmektedir. Benzer gekilde Rodrgio, vd. (2023)’de ingaat
sekedriinde dongiisel ekonomiyi tesvik etmek amaciyla dijital teknolojilerin kullanilmasinin atik yénetimini
iyilestirdigini ifade etmektedir. Eze vd. (2024) ise blok zinciri, drone ve bulut bilisim teknolojilerinin ingaat
sekedriinde kullanilmasinin déngiisel ekonomiyi hizlandirma potansiyeline sahip 6ncii dijital teknolojiler
oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir. Dijital teknolojiler déngiisel ekonomide &zellikle proaktif atik ydnetimi,
geri déniisiim ve sifir atik, veri yonetimi ve karar alma, performanst artirma ve kaynak optimizasyonu
konularini giiglendirmektedir. Dolvi vd. (2024) endiistri 4.0 teknolojilerinin imalat sektoriinde
uygulanmasinin kaynaklari ve malzemeleri daha verimli kullanilmasini saglayarak déngiisel ekonomiye
katkida bulundugunu iddia etmekeedir.

Bununla birlikte atik su aritma tesislerinde yapay zeka tabanli modellerin kullanilmasi déngiisel ekonomiye
katkida bulunarak, siirdiiriilebilir su yonetimini gerceklestirmektedir (Hernandez-Chover vd., 2024). E-
atiklarin (elekeronik iiriinlerin) otomatik geri doniisiimiinde akilli zamanlama stratejileri ile robotik
coziimler dongiisel ekonominin hizlanmasina olanak tanimaktadir (Brundl, vd. 2024). Suthagar ve Mishra
(2024) saglik sekedriinde ubbi atklari kontrol etmek ve azaltmak icin yapay zeka teknolojisinin, tbbi
ilaglarin ve cerrahi ekipmanlarin hizli teslimat saglamak ve karbon ayak izlerini azaltmak icin ise yapay zeka
tabanli drone tagimaciliginin uygulanmasini onermektedir. Atk ydnetiminde dijital teknolojilerin
entegrasyonu, giiclii politikalar ve topluluk katlimi ile desteklendiginde, dongiisel ekonomi hedeflerine

ulagmada kritik neme sahiptir (Ai, 2024).
3. Yéntem ve Metodoloji

Literatiirde VOSviewer, CiteSpace, BibExcel ve HitCite gibi farkli bibliyometrik analiz araglar
bulunmaktadir. Bu calismada islevsellik agisindan giiclii olumlu yanlarinin olmast sebebiyle VOSviewer
programi tercih edilmigti. VOSviewer, bilimsel bibliyometrik haritalar olusturmak, gorsellestirmek ve
kesfetmek icin geligtirilmis bir programdir (Van Eck, Waltman, 2010). VOSviewer bibliyometrik ag verisi
analizi ile metin madenciligi islevselligi olusturulmaktadir (Van Eck, Waltman, 2011). Bununla birlikte,
gorsellestirme, haritalama ve ¢ok boyutlu analiz imkani saglamast nedeniyle veri setlerinin derinlemesine
analizine imkan tanimaktadir (Dirik, vd., 2023).
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Bu calismada Scopus veri tabani kullanilmistir. Bunun en énemli sebebi ise ¢aligmada kavramsallagtirilmak
istenen SCE teriminin bu veri tabaninda sosyal bilimlere yonelik daha fazla ¢aligma bulundurmasidir. Web
of Science veri tabanindan bu terim aragtirildiginda ise sadece 25 ¢alismaya ulagilmakeadir. Scopus veri
analizi i¢in geligmis arama gostergelerine ve kontrol mekanizmasina sahip, yayin etigi acisindan giivenilir
calismalari kapsayan bir veri tabanidir. 14.08.2024 tarihinde, “smart circular economy” anahtar sozciigiiyle
Scopus’da “tiim alanlar” segilerek yapilan aramada 729 sonuca ulagilmigur. Yillara gore en eski 2018 ve en
yeni 2024 olmak tizere farkli disiplinlerden 457 aragtirma makalesi basta olmak tizere, 88 bildiri ve 91
inceleme, 75 kitap boliimii, 7 editoryal icerik, 5 kisa anket, 5 kitap ve 1 bildiri inceleme eser tiiriine
ulagilmisuir. Disiplinler agisindan ¢aligmalarin biiyiik cogunlugu mithendislik (275) olmak iizere, isletme,
yonetim ve muhasebe (269), cevre bilimi (263), bilgisayar bilimi (258), sosyal bilimler (179), enerji (178)
ve eckonomi, ekonometri ve finans (88) alanlarina ait oldugu goriilmiistiir. Veriler ile yazar, auf, iilke ve
anahtar sozciik tizerinden bir analiz gerceklestirilmistir.

4. Calismanin Bulgular

Bu caligmada; ortak yazar, ortak yazar iilke baglanulari, anahtar sozciik, yazarlarin ve tilkelerin atf analizi
ile bibliyografik baglant1 analizi gerceklestirilmistir.

4.1. Ortak Yazar Analizi (Co-authorship of Authors)

Yazarlarin ortak yazarlik analizine gore, en az 1 yayin ve en az 1 auf kriteri belirlenerek ag haritas:
olusturulmugtur. 17 kiimeleme ve 490 baglanu ile aralarinda en yiiksek baglant bulunan isimler arasinda
yapilan analize gére, Mohammed, M.A. (43); Abdulkareeem, K. H. (36); Kumar, A. (33) ile ilk i¢ sirada
yer almaktadir. Bu yazarlar “smart circular economy” konusunda diger yazarlarla daha fazla is birligi
yapmistir.

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4.2. Ortak Yazar Analizi Ulke Baglantilar1 (Co-Authorship of Countries)

Yazarlarin tilke analizine gore en az 1 eser yayinlanmast ve 1 auf alinmast kriteri kapsaminda aralarinda 85
birim, 14 kiimeleme, 530 baglanti ve 1103 toplam baglant giicii tespit edilmistir. Toplam baglanu giicii
agisindan ilk {igte sirayla Hindistan (184), Ingiltere (175) ve Avustralya (136) gelmektedir. Ardindan, bu
iilkeleri Cin (116) ve Italya (114) takip etmektedir.

4.3. Anahtar Sézciik Analizi (Co-occurence of All Keywords)

SCE ile ilgili yayinlarda en sik kullanilan 5 anahtar sézciige bakildiginda 252 tekrar ile “circular economy”;
122 tekrar ile “sustainability”; 84 tekrar ile “industry 4.0”; 58 tekrar ile “digitalization”; 48 tekrar ile
“industry 5.0” ve 40 tekrar ile “artifical intelligence” bagt cekmektedir. Yapilan analize gore 82 kelime, 9
kiimeleme ve kelimeler arasinda 629 baglantinin oldugu gozlenmigtir. Bununla birlikte 1373 toplam
baglant giicii tespit edilmigtir.

Auf aglarini tespit etmek amaciyla en az 1 yayin ve en az 1 auf kriteri ile yazar auf analizine ait ag haritasi
olugturulmugtur. Birbiriyle baglantli oldugu gériilen 996 birim {izerinden yapilan analizde toplamda 399
kiime, 7672 baglant ve 8875 toplam baglant1 giicii tespit edilmigtir. En fazla auf alan yazarlar 627 auf ve
879 toplam baglant giicii ile ile Mikalef, P., 638 auf ve 877 toplam baglant giicii ile Blomsma F., 702 auf
ve 877 toplam baglanu giicil ile Kristoffersen, E., 626 auf ve 875 toplam baglanu giicii ile Li, J. ilk {i¢ sirada
yer almakeadir.

4.5. Ulkelerin Auf Analizi (Citation of Countries)

Yayinlarin kaynak iilkelerine gore aldiklari auflara dair ag haritasi bir iilke tarafindan en az 1 eser
yayinlanmast ve 1 auf alinmasi kriteri kapsaminda analiz gerceklestirilmigtir. Analizde 80 birim igin, 23
kiime, 691 baglanti ve 3151 toplam baglanu giicii tespit edilmistir. En fazla yayin yapan ve auf alan iilkeler
Hindistan (138 eser), Ingiltere (103 eser), Italya (91 eser) yer almaktadir. Toplam baglant1 giicii agisindan
ise ilk {i¢ sirada Almanya (660), Norveg (646) ve Hindistan (581) gelmekeedir.

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4.6. Eserlerin Bibliyografik Baglant1 Analizi (Bibliographic Coupling of Documents)

Bibliyografik baglant, birbirinden bagimsiz iki kaynak tarafindan alinulanmig ortak bir esere auf
yaptlmasini ifade etmektedir (Dirik, vd. 2023). Boylece yayinlar arasindaki kavramsal baglant tespit
edilebilmektedir (Seren ve Geyik, 2024). En az 1 auf almis olmak kriteri ile 810 birim eser, 17 kiime, 25328
baglant ve 37144 toplam baglant giicii elde edilmigtir. En fazla bibliyografik baglant olan yayinlar 378
auf ile Kristoffersen (2020); 264 auf ile Adel (2022) ve 259 auf ile Chauhan (2022) olmustur.

Bu ¢aligmada, literatiirde SCE terimi iizerine yapilan ¢alismalarin bibliyometrik 6zellikleri analiz edilmistir.
Literatiirdeki nicel verilere dayanarak SCE terimine iligkin kavramsal bir gerceve olusturulmast ve bu terimle
ilgili calisma egilimlerinin tespit edilmesi hedeflenmektedir. Analiz birimi olarak, Scopus veri tabaninda
taranan ve 2018-2024 (14 Agustos) yillar1 arasinda yayimlanmugs cesitli tiirdeki eserler degerlendirilmis ve
gorsel haritalama icin VOSviewer programi kullanilmistir. Bu ¢ergevede ¢aligma SCE konusunda aragtirma
yapmak isteyen arastirmacilara bibliyometrik analiz ile gérsel haritalandirma sunmaketadur.

Caligmada analiz sonucunda, SCE terimiyle ilgili toplam 729 eserin bulundugu goézlemlenmistir. Bu
calismalar, yazar, anahtar kelime, atf ve cografi dagilim yénlerinden incelenmistir. Calisma sonuglara gore,
en fazla eserin 2024 (238) ve 2023 (260) yillarinda yayimlandig1 goriilmiistiir. Yayin tiirii agisindan en
biiyiik payin aragurma makalelerine (457 eser) ait oldugu belirlenmistir. Caligmalarin aragtirma alanlarina
gore dagilimi incelendiginde mithendislik (275 eser), isletme, yonetim ve muhasebe (269 eser) ile gevre
bilimi (263 eser) alanlarinin 6ne ¢ikugr gozlenmistir. Ayrica, calismada yazarlarin ortak yazarlik analizine
gore, Mohammed, M.A. (43); Abdulkareeem, K. H. (36); Kumar, A. (33) ilk ii¢ sirada yer almaktadir. Bu
yazarlar SCE konusunda diger yazarlarla daha fazla is birligi yapmugtur. Yazarlarin {ilke analizine gore ilk
{igte sirayla Hindistan (184), Ingiltere (175) ve Avustralya (136) gelmektedir. SCE ile ilgili yayinlarda en
stk kullanilan 5 anahtar sézciige bakildiginda 252 tekrar ile “circular economy”; 122 tekrar ile
“sustainability”; 84 tekrar ile “industry 4.0”; 58 tekrar ile “digitalization”; 48 tekrar ile “industry 5.0” bas
¢ekmektedir. En fazla auf alan yazarlar ise, Mikalef, P., Blomsma F., Kristoffersen, E., ve Li, J. olmustur.
Ulkelerin atif analizine gore ilk iig sirada Almanya (660), Norveg (646) ve Hindistan (581) yer almaktadir.

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Bibliyometrik analizde farkli veri tabanlarinin kullanilmast veya farkli zamanlarda filtreleme isleminin
yapilmasiyla ¢alisma sayisinin artmasi, anahtar kelimenin farkli secilmesi en temel kisitlari olusturmakeadir.
Bu ¢alismanin en temel kisitt ise yalnizca Scopus veri tabaninin kullanilmis olmasidir. Bundan sonraki
calismalar bibliyometrik analizde farkli bir donemi, farkli anahtar kelimeleri ve farkli veri tabanlarint dahil

edebilir.
